4™ Grade Music student at St. Patrick’s will receive a well-balanced curriculum that includes: singing, playing instruments,
improvising music, composing music according to guidelines, reading music, writing music, listening to music, describing music,
analyzing music, evaluating musical performance, understanding music in relation to other arts, and understanding music in relation to
history and culture. The music curriculum is designed around these aforementioned areas of study as defined by the National
Association for Music Education and is offered to every St. Patrick’s student as a means of supporting a well-rounded education.
Music students at St. Patrick’s will be taught using a varied assortment of music methods and sources. These materials will include:
Yamaha Music Methods, Orff-Schulwerk Methods, Kodaly Methods, Dalcroze Eurhythmics, Ethnic and World Music Methods,
McGraw-Hill Spotlight on Music Textbook series, K-8 Music, and various other resources. Students in the 4th grade will demonstrate
a mastery of all previous grade level material.
